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Introduction
In August 2009 Connect Columbus in partnership with Platte County Juvenile Services and assisted by the University of Nebraska Omaha
School of Criminology and Criminal Justice distributed a survey to a number of individuals in order to determine whether or not there is a
perceived issue with gangs in the County. The purpose was not to identify whether or not a certain level of gang activity exists in the
community, but to get a sense of what residents believe may or may not be happening with gangs. The survey distribution was not an effort to
obtain a scientifically significant sample but to gain input that provides direction for future activity, if deemed necessary, to address the issue.

The survey was distributed to individuals identified as either working with youth or in leadership roles within the community via email or, if
necessary, through the U.S. Postal Service. These respondents were asked to give the survey to others in their organization that might be
interested in providing input.

Trained interviewers were also sent into several neighborhoods to conduct face-to-face interviews using the survey instrument. Two
neighborhoods were targeted to specifically gain input from the Latino population. Also, two additional neighborhoods that reflected the general
population were also chosen for surveying. Other groups asked to complete the survey were participants in activities at the Columbus Senior
Center, individuals at a parenting workshop, youth, and clients of a local business primarily serving Latinos. A total of 317 surveys were
collected.

Results
The survey showed that indeed the community perceives gang activity to be taking place in the Columbus/Platte County area and that it has
been increasing in recent years. A large majority of those surveyed believed that graffiti appearing in the community is connected to gang
messages and 75% agreed that gang activity mostly involved youth. Although most agreed that gangs exist in the community, 69% of
respondents feel safe from gangs in their neighborhood.

The results from the survey are summarized in the following bullet points.

Survey respondents were first asked how long they lived in the community. A majority had been living here “10 or more years” (61%)
with about an equal number of the remainder living here “5 to 10 years” and “less than five years”.

A majority of the respondents agreed that gangs exist in Columbus/Platte County (90%).
Most based their opinion about gangs on: “word of mouth” (61%); “personal experience (47%); or “from media reports” (42%). Please
note that respondents could choose as many options as applied for this question. An “other” option was given for this question and a

number of comments were made that cited the basis for their opinion as graffiti they believed was painted by gang members.

A large majority again either agreed or strongly agreed (81%) that gang activity has increased in the last 3-5 years; there were also a
number of respondents who were unsure (14%).

Similar results were found for the statement that there are two or more gangs in Columbus/Platte County with 81% agreeing or strongly
agreeing and 16% unsure.



More than half of respondents agreed that gang activity in the area mostly involves youth (57%) with another 18% strongly agreeing.
When respondents were asked to pick one of four age groups that they thought was most involved with gang activity, the majority
selected 15 — 18 years although a number selected more than one category or wrote in a different age range. These were noted in the
last question asking for additional comments.

A number of reasons for why youth join gangs were provided and respondents could select as many as they wanted. Peer pressure
was the reason chosen most often at 77% while 72% selected lack of interest by parents. This question also had an “other” category
with many comments related to wanting to feel included, be accepted or to have a sense of belonging.

When asked if graffiti appearing in the area is connected to gang messages, 91% of respondents agreed or strongly agreed.

In response to the statement “the local school systems have problems with gangs”; just over half of those surveyed agreed (53%) and
another 25% strongly agreed. Again, a number of respondents were unsure (15%).

Survey participants who had children in school were asked to respond to a statement that gang activity affects their child’'s safety when
at school; 48% and 25% agreed or strongly agreed respectively.

The survey found that while most people feel safe from gang activity in their neighborhood (54% agree and 15% strongly agree), a
considerable number do not (20% disagree and 5% strongly disagree).

When asked who could do a better job of combating gangs with the option of answering all that apply, parents were chosen by 86% of
respondents. Law enforcement (65%), schools and youth organizations (54% each) were the next three most popular selections. But,
the responses and comments in the “other” category for this question indicate that many respondents feel that everyone should play a
part.

The respondents were given the opportunity to provide other input with a question at the end of the survey asking if they wanted to add
anything by means of a comment. A number of comments related personal experiences with gang activity. The responsibility of
parents was also a popular theme as well as the community as a whole taking ownership of the issue. The role of law enforcement was
further discussed here, both in needing to increase enforcement and that crime from gangs has actually improved. Increasing penalties
by the criminal justice system was recommended several times. Looking to the schools to provide a solution was suggested by
respondents as well was offering more activities/programs for youth via community organizations and churches.

In general, the longer respondents had resided in the community, the more likely they were to agree or strongly agree that: there are
gangs in the Columbus/Platte County area; gang activity has increased in the last 3-5 years; there are two or more gangs in the area;
and that graffiti is connected to gang messages. Those living in the community the longest (10 or more years) were more likely to say
they based their opinion on whether gangs are in the area from media reports although 60-61% of all three groups had selected “by
word of mouth”. The “10 or more years” respondents disagreed most often with the statement that “gang activity mostly involves youth”,



although 92-95% of all three groups selected either 15-18 years or 11-14 years as the ages that they thought were mostly involved in
gang activity.

Those living longest in the community were more likely to consider several factors as the reasons why youth join gangs and to feel that
several entities could do a better job of combating gangs. This group also indicated more often that local school systems have
problems with gangs. Those respondents newest in the community had the largest percentage stating that they were unsure about the
situation in the schools (22%) and answered “disagree” or “strongly disagree” less often to the statement , “Gang activity affects my
child’'s safety at school”. Although those who have lived in the Columbus/Platte County area the longest felt safer in their neighborhood,
surprisingly, the “5 to 10 years” group recorded the largest percentage for disagreeing or strongly disagreeing with this question.

All comments made on the surveys are included in the appendix which also displays the results by number of years that the respondents have
lived in the community.

Arrest Data
In considering the public’'s perception of gang activity in the community, reports of illegal activity by youth provide some insight as to whether
concerns about this population are justified. Currently, Platte County law enforcement agencies do not specifically identify offenses as being
related to gang activity. But when reviewing data on total arrests made for juveniles (17 years old and under) as well as arrests for specific
offenses, several trends can be considered as cause for concern. During a five-year trend, 2008 juvenile arrests stood at 564 which was 158
more than the next highest year (2006). Simple assault arrests jumped to 80 in 2008 from the 2006 high of 61 and the liquor law offenses rose
from 90 in both 2006 and 2007 to 119 in 2008. The most striking data is the steady rise from 2004-08 in juvenile runaways with a jump from 98
in 2007 to 151 last year.

Charts depicting this data appear on the next two pages. The source for the statistics is the Nebraska Crime Commission. Following the arrest
data are tables/charts showing the actual survey results for the total number of respondents.
